I understand that all items must be handmade or homegrown and not commercially produced.  If you are found to 
have items that are not handmade or homegrown you will be asked to remove them from the event.    

*If you are a vendor selling or promoting an edible product, we ask that you provide free samples to those in  
 attendance.  This year we are expecting approximately 600 - 800+ people to attend.  If you have multiple products, 
 you do not need to provide samples for each product.  However, the more samples you provide, the more  
 opportunities you have to sell.

I understand that I will receive a 10 x 10 space and must provide my own tent, tables, table covering, chairs, etc. for 
this event.  Vendor placement will be assigned on a first-come first-serve basis on 9/23/23 between 2pm & 5pm.   

I understand that I must pay a $25 Membership fee at the time I turn in my application if I am not currently a member 
of Yuba Sutter Arts & Culture.  This fee is non-refundable. 

I understand I will provide an item for the Silent Auction and it must be presented when checking in for my booth 
space.  In lieu of an item, a $50 fee must be given.   You will not be allowed to check in without this item. 

I understand that set-up is between 2pm and 5pm on September 23, 2023 and I am to have my space ready by 
5:30pm.  Take down will not begin until 10pm.  Those taking down early may not be invited back to the event. 

I understand that as a vendor I will receive 2 free vendor tickets to staff my booth that must be presented at the time 
of entry (booth selection).  All others attending with me will need to purchase a ticket for entry in advance or at the 
door.  No exceptions will be made.
