New Sculptural Bike Racks Installed on Plumas Street
Yuba City, Calif., March 26, 2026 – Continuing its tradition of providing art in public spaces, the Yuba Sutter Rotary Night Club recently donated two sculptures that double as bike racks to the City of Yuba City. The project was funded thanks to a grant from the Feather River Air Quality Management District as part of its Mini Grant Program which is funded by fees paid to the Department of Motor Vehicles for vehicle registration.  The purpose of the Mini Grant Program is to fund projects that provide an air quality benefit in Yuba and Sutter counties by reducing emissions generated by registered vehicles, with a relatively low cost and quick turnaround.  Bike racks for cyclists can certainly contribute to that mission. Rotary Club member Geoff Cowan got things started when he told the Club about how he and his family like to head to Plumas Street for brunch on the weekends and can never find a place to lock up their bikes.
The Rotary Club turned to master welding instructor and metal artist, Dan Turner at Yuba College and his students to develop the project. The club provided some basic design guidelines and location information, and Dan took it from there. The final result is nothing short of spectacular. One design is fairly simple. It is comprised of four block letters that spell the word “R I D E.” Each letter is powder coated in a bright primary color. Thanks to the City’s public works department, RIDE is now installed parallel to Plumas Street in front of the Sutter Theater Center for the Arts.  The second bike rack is a ten-foot-long salmon powder coated in bright pink. Again, thanks to the City, the pink salmon has been installed in the wonderful new and improved Tower Park at Plumas Street and Bridge Street. 
The bike racks are a great example of what architect, Louis Sullivan, said over 100 years ago that "Form follows function." In other words, an object’s shape or form should primarily be based on its intended purpose or function, rather than aesthetics. This philosophy dictates that if a design's purpose is met, the aesthetic beauty follows naturally. The bike racks follow this concept to a ‘T;’ practicality along with beauty. 
 
Yuba Sutter Rotary Night Club President, Eric Preston, said,” We are so proud of what our club is able to do to provide these sorts of improvements to our community.” “We have lots more projects in the works so stay tuned,” he added.
